Is this real?  

But it IS on the web!

How do we know that this untrue? 

How do we know when someone writing a paper or publishing a website is telling the truth?  

We look for proof.  We see what they cite, and if we can find that source as well.

Even one credible source is often not considered enough-many writers look for information to be verified by three independent sources before they present the information to the public.

What kind of proof do these sites provide?  How do you know if you can trust their sources?

Check out some of these other bogus websites and discuss what clues we have that they are not real.

Citing your information is important in a way that others can actually find the source of the information and verify for themselves is essential to credibility.   
This is why we create bibliographies.  It is essential, but we also want it to be as painless as possible.

B. Development

2.  Teacher logs in (students can create a log-in when they do this on their own.)
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3) Teacher selects a type of resource to enter…for example a website.

4) Teacher adds all known information and selects format.
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5) Add information to bibliogra[image: image5.png]Add to My Bibliography



phy by clicking the button shown below.  The information the shows up on the left hand side of the screen.  Good work, you did it!
6) Now to view, share and download your bibliography, click on "My Saved Bibliographies".
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7) From here you can download your bibliography when you are done. You may want to rename your bibliography so it matches the project you are working on.


8) Click the download button to show how the bibliography is created in a Word document.
C. Practice
